November Gardening Calendar


 


 Clean up your garden by disposing of annuals and perennial tops. Compost those falling leaves.  Replace old mulch with fresh mulch.





 As leaves fall, don’t allow them to remain for long on lawns, because they cut off air and light from grass and encourage fungi growth.  Leaves are a natural mulch around trees, shrubs and other plants.  Just don’t let them get too thick or they might smoother perennials.  





 Mississippi is a wonderful place to garden since each month there is something new to look forward to.  As we pull up the last summer flowers, we begin planting bulbs for early spring color.  Spring flowering bulbs should be planted now.  Work the bed well, add bone meal and 5-10-15 to stimulate growth.  Plant bulbs at recommended depths.





 Plant bare-root, B & B, and container grown trees and shrubs during November and December when the ground isn’t frozen or likely to freeze soon.


 If you want color, fragrant blooms to decorate with in December, now is the time to pot Paperwhite Narcissus, Hyacinths or Amaryllis.  These plants make great gifts also.





 Plant winter annuals such as pansies, violas, dianthus, snapdragons and flower kale in November.  Cold tolerant annuals such as larkspur, johnny-jump-ups, cornflowers and poppies can be grown by seed sown now.

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Plant Profile 


Leyland Cypress


Cupressus xleylandii

Ten years ago I planted a two-foot tall Leyland Cypress tree in the middle of a large open area of lawn.  I fertilized and watered it once when it was planted and no more fertilizer and no supplemental water have been applied since.  It is now over twenty five feet tall, a growth rate of almost three feet per year.  At this rate it could reach fifty feet over the next ten years.  Its smooth, pyramidal shape and fine textured foliage make it an excellent specimen plant.





The Leyland Cypress was discovered by accident in 1888 at Leighton Hall in South Wales by C. J. Leyland.  He found six seedlings from a chance crossing of a Monterey Cypress and an Alaska cedar, which was a very rare occurrence in conifers.  The first rooted cuttings entered the U. S. in California in 1941.





Leyland Cypress performs equally well in full sun or part shade.  It is tolerant of a broad pH range (5.0 to 7.0), and prefers moist soil with plenty of organic matter.  The tree makes a fast growing hedge, screen, or living Christmas tree.  It will tolerate severe pruning if needed.  Use caution when handling tree clippings because the sap can cause skin irritations in susceptible individuals.
