      Martha Sanderson Boyce spoke to 

the members at the June 4th Pinebelt 

Master Gardener meeting.  She is the 

founder and Executive Director of the 
Mississippi Renaissance Garden Foun-

dation, Inc. 

   Martha talked about her vision to 

bring people together along the Gulf 

Coast after Katrina by creating garden 

spaces throughout the Coast area.  She 

felt gardening would be good therapy 

for everyone.   

   The City of Biloxi leased a part of 

Hiller Park in Biloxi for a Botanical 

Garden and Horticulture Center.  Mar-
tha displayed the plans which were 

drawn by a landscape designer for this 

project.  She and her board are seeking 

volunteers to help with labor, plants, 

materials, etc. for bringing this about.   

 

PMG meet at USM Rose Garden  

    Fourteen Pinebelt Master Gardeners 

met for the May meeting at the USM 

Rose Garden.  Sid Krhut and Larry 

Underwood spoke about their work at 

USM maintaining the rose garden.   
   The USM Rose Garden began in 

1973 with 74 plants with the support of 

the Hattiesburg Rose Society.  The 

garden was dedicated in 1975.   

   All American Rose selections are 

planted in the gardens each year.  New 

plants are shipped mid-March, in time 

to leaf out before July.  The first year, 

blooms are pinched off.   

   The roses are planted in raised beds, 

which are best for water to drain off.  

USM uses bubblers to water the roses.  
This procedure does not wet the foli-

age.  The roses are watered deeply once 

a week on the raised beds until the wa-

ter runs out.  Mr. Krhut recommended 

the following fungicides and insecti-

cides:  Malathion, sprayed regularly 

every 7 days, Daconil, Funginex with 

Mancozeb, Florimite and Mereck.  Mr. 

Krhut recommended to start with 

Daconil while the temperatures are 

below 80 degrees.  Spray in the morn-

ing after the dew dries and get the 

spraying done in 30 minutes.  Then 

reduce the rate of the mix. Other fungi-

cides are Funginex with Mancozeb.  

For spider mites, Florimite is recom-

mended, and Mereck, is recommended 

for whiteflies. 

   When preparing a new bed, donôt 

excavate too deeply.  Build the bed up.  

Use sandy, loamy topsoil, amended 

with cow manure or use pine bark and 

mix with organics and sand.  The 
mulch must be porous to drain the wa-

ter. 

   Mr. Krhut said that they dead-head 

the roses in the main beds every two 

weeks, which include hybrid teas, gran-

difloras, and floribundas.  Knock-out 

roses are self cleaning and do not need 

dead-heading. 

   To propagate, take old hardwood 

cuttings in February and scrape the 

bark at the bottom of the cutting.  Put a 
root hormone on the scraped area and 

put in a sand-filled container.  Cover 

with a 2-liter plastic bottle.  Cuttings 

will be made available to PMGôs in 

mid-February.

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Garden Calendar: July   Information Provided by Mississippi State Extension Service  

 
Planting  

Plant Pumpkin seeds for a Halloween harvest. 

Use Portulaca or Marigolds to fill in bare spots of flower bed. 

Root cuttings of Azalea, Boxwood, Camellia, Gardenia, Holly, and Poinsettia in coarse sand. Cuttings should be 4-6 inches from    

 new growth with lower leaves removed. 
Plant now  for color in the fall: Marigold, Zinnia, Celosia, and Joseph's Coat. 

Daylilies may still be planted. 

Start cuttings for house plants: Ivy, Wandering Jew, Philodendron, and Begonia. 
Plant fall vegetables: Cabbage, Parsley, and Collards. 

 
Fertilizing  

Do not fertilize Camellias after July 1. 

Fertilize Chrysanthemums around July 15. 

Fertilize all of the garden as you did in March. 
Fertilize lawns with well balanced fertilizer. 

 
Pruning  

Remove faded flowers from Crape myrtle to encourage a second blooming. 

Pinch back Mums before July 15. Cut back broken or withered fern fronds. New growth will appear for fall garden. 

All vegetables must be picked regularly to ensure continued bearing. 

When cutting Boxwood into a hedge, make sure the base is wider than the top to allow sunlight to reach base  
         of plants. 

Remove dead limbs from trees and shrubs. 

Roses should be pruned to encourage fall blooms. 
Remove flowers from basil and cut mint to encourage new shoots. 

Mulch  

Check mulch on Azaleas and Camellias mulch should be at least 2 inches thick. 
Zinnias and Mums must be kept mulched to reduce cultivation necessary and conserve moisture. 

Miscellaneous  

Water Azaleas well because they are setting flower buds now. 

Cut grass at 2.5 - 3 inches during hot weather. 
Water the whole garden deeply once a week. 

Home Accent  
Never leave house plants in a closed home over a vacation. Either water and place under a shady tree or have a friendly neighbor 
come in and water them for you. 

In Bloom  
Caladium, Cleome, Crape myrtle, Four-o'clocks, Hibiscus, Impatiens, Liriope, Marigold, Mallow, Moonflower, Oleander, Periwinkle, 
Plumbago, Portulaca, Salvia, Ageratum, Zinnia, Balsam, Butterfly weed, Canna, Cleome, Cosmos, Dahlia, Daylily, Funkia, Gladiolus, 
Lily, Lycoris, Lythrum, Petunia, Phlox, Rudbeckia, Scabiosa, Shasta Daisy, Snapdragon, Snow-on-the-mountain, Tuberose, Verbena, 
Veronica, Althea, Buddleaia, and Montbretia.
